Bible Basis: Judges 7:1-22
Bible Study: Gideon follows God’s way.    
Lesson Focus: God’s way is the best way.  
Memory verses: “My thoughts are not your thoughts, neither are your ways my ways,” declares the Lord.” Isaiah 55:8
Bible Activity Choices: Children will discover that God’s way is the best way.
Bible Response: Children will select a way to remind themselves to follow God’s way. 

Bible Readiness: To help connect their experiences with the Bible story of Gideon’s choosing God’s way, children will participate in role plays and a discussion.  
Tie to the Bible: Gideon didn’t always know what God had in mind when he had to lead the Israelites against their enemies. Sometimes God’s way was strange and unusual to him. In today’s story, we’ll see what Gideon found out when he decided that God’s way was best. 
Bible Study: Judges 7:1-22  

Seeing God throughout the Week: Acknowledge that sometimes it is hard to follow God’s way, especially in tough situations. Encourage children to ask God for courage and strength to follow Him this week. Remind them that God’s way is the best way.
